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No–Show Policy 
Because tests are scheduled on a space available basis, 
applicants who are not able to attend their chosen test dates 
will forfeit their fee and must reschedule in person.  
Reschedule fees are $15 (in money order payable, to 
HCC-GED Testing) for each subject missed.  

Scoring 
Scores remain active for 3 years provided testers sit for all 5 
subject areas within the first year. To pass, the GED 
testers must earn a minimum score of 410 on each test and a 
total combined minimum score of 2250.  Please allow 3-4 
weeks to receive scores. Testers who have passed the GED 
will receive one official transcript by mail at no charge.    

Re-Testing 
Each of the five subjects may be repeated up to three times 
in a calendar year.    

To schedule a re-test, attend one of our Group Registration 
sessions listed in this brochure. Please bring a positive ID 
and your Social Security Number. There is a $15 fee (in 
money order, payable to HCC – GED Testing Services) for 
each subject to be re-tested.  

Transcripts are processed through mail only additional 
copies of your Official GED Transcript must be requested by 
mail in writing for $7.50 by money order only (payable to 
HCC-GED Testing Services).
