AMHERST — A $5 million cam-
paign for Kestrel Land Trust, aimed
at preserving 5,000 acres of land in
the region, including portions of
Mount Tom and the Mount Holyoke
Range, enhancing existing sites and
creating new trails, is nearing com-
pletion.

The land trust recently an-
nounced that its Promise to the Val-
ley campaign, launched quietly in the
early stages of the pandemic, is

within $200,000 of the finish line to
achieve the largest private fundrais-
ing goal in Kestrel’s 52-year history.

EASTHAMPTON — Access to
life-saving medication is now avail-
able in small, clear-colored boxes at
several public locations across the
c i t y.
