A concluding concert will be
held in the theater Saturday
from 4 to 5 p.m. featuring
Winter performing with a
select combo of students
representing each of the par-
ticipating high schools, HCC
students and festival faculty.

Tickets for the Friday night
concert are $15 (general pub-
lic), $10 (senior and non-HCC
students) and free for mem-
bers of the HCC community
(students, staff and faculty)
with a valid ID.

All Saturday events are
free and open to the public.
Individuals who wish to
participate in workshops will
be charged a nominal registra-
tion fee.
